pleasure on Saturday 9 October. Organised by the S.H. Ervin Gallery in Sydney, the Salon
is always a highly anticipated exhibition that provides an alternative selection from the Art
Gallery of New South Wales’ Archibald and Wynne prizes. This year, Jane
Watters, Director of the S.H. Ervin Gallery, was joined by Max Germanos, curator of 3.33
Art Projects and Katherine Roberts, senior curator of the Manly Art Gallery & Museum, to
make the selection.



Chosen from the many hundreds of paintings entered into the competition, Salon des
Refusés 2021 consists of 35 Archibald portraits and 22 Wynne landscape entries, 47 of
which have travelled exclusively to TDRF in Adelaide. Among the works are Taylor
Fontaine & The Magda Szubanskis (Drag queen/performer) by previous Archibald winner,
Wendy Sharpe, and an alternate painting of Guy Warren (artist) by Daniel Pata. Warren
was also the subject of the winner of AGNSW Archibald Prize 2021, Peter Wegner’s
Portrait of Guy Warren at 100. Actors, artists, politicians and musicians all make an
appearance alongside some superb landscape paintings by Australia’s leading
contemporary artists.   

 

In keeping with this edition’s focus on portraiture, Rex Wood’s image of a young David
Roche is discussed, and while David did not have further portraits commissioned, he most
definitely collected many superb European examples of nobility, royalty and figures from
history. We also continue our series looking back at David’s significant canine contribution
nationally and internationally, and the collection highlight of the month is a superb pair of
candelabra from the Napoléonic period that form part of our impressive Egyptomania-
inspired collection.

 

Happy reading and we look forward to welcoming you to the museum, and hopefully to the
easing of border restrictions next month so that more of our interstate visitors can return.

SALON DES REFUSÉS

OPENS 9 OCTOBER!
Coming to Adelaide for the first time in its almost 30 year history is the National Trust S.H.
Ervin Gallery’s Salon des Refusés 2021, the alternative Archibald and Wynne prize
exhibition.



The Salon des Refusés was initiated by the S.H. Ervin Gallery in 1992 in response to the
large number of works entered into the Art Gallery of New South Wales' (AGNSW)
Archibald Prize that were not selected for display in the official exhibition.



Each year the S.H. Ervin Gallery's panel is invited to go behind the scenes of the judging
process for the Archibald Prize and Wynne Prize at the AGNSW to select an exhibition
from the many hundreds of works entered in both prizes but not chosen for that year's
exhibition.



The resulting Salon des Refusés 2021 is a not to be missed display of over
40 portraits and landscapes, an examination of contemporary Australian art practices that
have been chosen for their quality, diversity, humour and experimentation.

FROM THE ARCHIVES

(Rex) Thomas Percy Reginald Wood (Australia 1908-1970), Geelong Grammar graduation portrait
of David J Roche AM (1930-2013), c.1948, Australia, oil on panel, 75.0 x 60.0cm. TDRF 3038



Entering the main hall of The David Roche Foundation, visitors may notice near the front
desk a portrait of a well-dressed young man, who is none other than our founder, David
Roche. This portrait of David was painted in 1948 upon his graduation from Geelong
Grammar, which he had attended from 1944 to 1948, and as such, he is depicted wearing
his double-breasted school blazer and tie. 



The portrait was commissioned by David's parents, Jack and Dorinda, who had a portrait
painted of each of their children, as well as one of Dorinda. In each case, the painter was
South Australian realist Thomas Percy Reginald Wood (Australia 1908-1970), who had
studied at the Adelaide Central School of Art. Also known as 'Rex', Wood was a long time
Roche family friend, and would often accompany the Roche family on holidays to their rural
holiday properties to paint.



In the late 1930s, Rex moved to Europe, settling in Portugal, where he spent most of the
remainder of his life. However, while there, he continued to correspond with the Roches,
sending works back over for them, and occasionally even returning for visits. 



This portrait of David had been with his mother, Dorinda, who bequeathed it to David on
her passing. It hung in David's Sydney residence, before coming to Fermoy House
following his own passing in 2013.

CANINE TIDBITS

Did you know...



Even in his later years, David Roche's passion for exhibiting dogs remained undiminished.
However, around 2000, he came to the conclusion that he could no longer maintain the
high standard of exhibiting he expected of himself for Kerry Blue Terriers and Afghan
Hounds, and so he began searching for a pure breed to take him through the final stage of
his life.



He had long admired Smooth Fox Terriers and one year on a trip to Sydney Royal, he saw
a young stallion of a terrier that piqued his interest, and so he immediately made enquires
to see if the dog might be available. The dog in question was Ch Graebrook Jaluka (also
known by his call name, 'Luke') bred by Lois and Cinnamon Clarke. Luke was black and
white, strong and sound and was the beginning of the Fox Terrier-era at Fermoy Kennels.
He had a very successful show career and a proven producer of quality offspring, which
included an exceptional bitch, Ch Fermoy Constellation, who would later have a successful
show career of her own.

 

Sometime later, Luke was joined by another male from Graebrook who had been
previously campaigned in Japan. This dog was Japanese and Australian Champion
Graebrook Blak Orpheus ('Bobby') and, like his kennel mate, he had a hugely successful
show career. Bobby was a most exciting and natural show dog, with David once
commenting that “all he had to do was hold onto the lead”.



The next decade saw David Roche breed and show numerous Smooth Fox Terriers to
great success, thereby proving that he had lost none of his famed dog grooming skills even
in his later years.

TODAY'S TREASURE
Showcasing the favourite pieces of our fantastic guides and volunteers in The David
Roche Collection. In this edition, Geoff S. shares some research that he has been doing on
a superb pair of French Empire candelabra attributed to famed ciseleur, Pierre Philippe
Thomire.

The David Roche Collection includes a superb c.1810 pair of candelabra, attributed to
Pierre Philippe Thomire (1757–1843), in the Egyptian style to a popular design of the
goddess Isis standing on a pylon holding cornucopia, each issuing a candle sconce, with
pseudo hieroglyphs including Anubis on a bull.



These candelabra are closely related to a pair produced by Thomire in 1805 and illustrated
in the standard reference on gilded bronzes, Vergoldete Bronzen by Ottomeyer and
Proschel (1986). The Egyptian figure is derived from a design by Charles Percier from
1800 for the supports of a centre table – his design is in the collection of the Louvre. For
his design, Percier drew inspiration from a sketch by Baron Vivant Denon who had been in
Egypt with Napoléon.

 


Thomire is regarded as the premier bronzier of the late 18th early 19th centuries and his
fashionable neoclassical and Empire style furnishing bronzes (bronzes d'ameublement)
established the highest standard of refined finish in the skill that the French called that of
the fondeur-ciseleur or founder-finisher. There are 6 other objects at TDRF with an
attribution to Thomire, including the Baptism of Achilles clock and the gilded ornamentation
on the Louis Moinet l’Aȋné 'Gossip clock'.




 

Similar pairs of these candelabra are in the Chancellery of the Legion of Honour in Paris,
Pavlovsk Palace – which had been supplied to Emperor Paul – and French aristocrat and
fashion designer, Hubert de Givenchy, also owned a pair.



And a Demidoff connection. Readers will be aware of the 1820 portrait of the young
Anatole Demidoff by Robert Lefèvre (1755–1830) in the Military dining room of Fermoy
House. Anatole Demidoff, as a collector, was a source of inspiration for David Roche. In
March 1880, an auction of objets d’art from Anatole's Palace of San Donato was held in
Florence, which included two pairs of candelabra featuring the same standing Egyptian
figure as the pair in the David Roche Collection. So, Anatole Demidoff once owned two
pairs of Percier inspired candelabra by Thomire.
